Main Idea and Supporting Details
Fact: A statement that can be proven or tested to be true or false.
Blue is a color.
Opinion:  A statement based on a person’s feelings of thoughts, based on his/her experience or influence of others.  NOT ALWAYS BASED ON FACTS.
Blue is a BEAUTIFUL color.
 
True
A statement of fact—proven, observed. That which is real.
Blue is a color. (A fact that is true—by definition)
False:
A statement which can not be proven to be true.  (The answer is wrong or is not mentioned.  DO NOT ASSUME A STATEMENT IS TRUE if you think it may be true—it must be spoken as true from the author.)
No animals produce sound.
(False because many animals do produce sounds.  Even one animal making a sound proves this sentence is FALSE.)
 
Main Idea:
The most important point that the writer makes in a reading selection; it can be stated or implied.
Relevant/Supporting Details:
The small pieces of information that support, develop, or explain the main idea.
