Affect- to influence or cause something or someone to change
Factor- a condition contributing to a particular result
Leisure- a pleasurable activity done in one’s free time
Tendency- a leaning; a likelihood that is characteristic of someone or something
Lock Step- an inflexible procedure that cannot be changed
Lock Step – a type of marching in which the marchers follow each other as closely as possible in step.
Versatile- able to do many things well
Inducement- an action aimed at persuading
Perturb- to bother greatly
Rash- impulsive
Turmoil- great confusion
Controversial- causing a disagreement
Adversary- an opponent; an enemy
Turbulent- violently disturbed or agitated
Proficient- skilled at doing something
Disturb- to distract or interrupt
Facile- easy
Facile – speaking with ease but without careful thought.
Introvert- a person who prefers to be alone
Perfectionist- a person who wants everything to be perfect
Extrovert- a person who loves social activity and being with others
Amicable- friendly
Exuberant- full of boundless enthusiasm or joy
Intrepid- fearless and courageous
Cynical- negatively believing that people only do things for selfish reasons
Coy- shy; sometimes avoiding social situations
Coy – pretending to be shy, sometimes in a playful manner.
Devious- insincere, underhanded as to motives
Irate- feeling very angry
Fervent- showing great emotion or belief
Eccentric- having a strange appearance or behavior
Eccentric – a person whose behavior is considered unconventional.
Flamboyant- showy; brightly colored
