Benign- of no danger to health; not malignant

Constitution- the physical character or makeup of a person
Rejuvenate- to make strong again
Inflammation- a redness and swelling in reaction to infection or injury
Sensory- having to do with the senses
Sensation- information obtained through one of the five senses
Corset- a tight-fitting undergarment worn to enhance appearance
Corporal- having to do with the body
Corporal – a military ranking in the U.S. Army, Air Force, and Marine Corps.
Expire- to end
Aspirate- to remove an obstruction by suctioning
Corpse- a dead body; usually referring to a human
Sensible- showing good judgment; that which can be perceived by the senses
Desensitize- to decrease a reaction
Perspire- to sweat
Fracture- to break or crack
Fracture – a break or crack
Physical- having to do with the body; an examination to determine health
Physical – relating to nature or nonliving matter.
Physical – an examination by a doctor to determine health.
Stamina- the ability to endure
Posture- how a person holds or carries his or her body
Posture – to assume a pose or attitude for effect.
Affliction- something causing pain or discomfort
Vigor- strength; physical energy
Invalid- a person unable to function without help
